REGULATIONS
For the 9th International Folklore festival 
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“Maleshevo sings and dances “

Mikrevo – 2012
1. Place where the festival will be held– the village of Mikrevo, municipality of Strumyani, Blagoevgrad region 

2. Time when the festival will be held – 20-21 October 2012 ( Saturday and Sunday). Every evening – performance of foreign groups. Gala performance of the prize winners on Sunday evening.

3. Participants in the festival can take part in one of the following age groups: 

- younger than 18 years old 

- older than 18 years old
3.1. The folklore units which take part in the contest can be:

- ensembles, performing folklore songs and dances; 

- vocal groups and choirs, performing folklore songs; 

- instrumental groups, performing folklore music; 
- individual performers, duets and trios; 
- instrumental performers;
3.2. Time limit for the performances:

- individual performers – 6 minutes; 

- groups of singers – 10 minutes; 

- instrumental groups, orchestras, dance groups, ensembles – 15 minutes.

The groups shouldn’t be bigger than 40 people.

4. The festival has a competitive feature. The best performers in the festival programme – appointed by the awarding committee must take part in the official night performances. The judges can stop the performance, if it is longer than the set time limit.  

5. In the festival programme the participants present traditional and arranged folklore. Performers of traditional folklore should keep to the local and regional traditional variety of folklore. 

6. Costumes, requisites and instruments of the groups are of extreme importance in determining authenticity of folklore traditions and way of life. 

7. The festival programme is accessed by an awarding committee consisting of five members who are specialists: folklorists, musicologists, choreographers and ethnologists. 

8. Performers and groups are not allowed to present in the festival programme songs and dances, which were presented in former festival programmes.

9. Assessment criteria:

- choice of the repertoire ;

- mastery of the performances;

- artistic value of the performances;

- choice of the folklore costumes – structure and function of the costume depending on the region.  
10.1. The organizing committee should appoint the day and the order of participating of each ensemble or individual performer which will be informed in advance. 
10.2. Programs for the performance day and for the festival days are given to the groups as soon as they arrive.
10.3. The organizing committee has the right to change the program, if it is necessary.  

11. Official night performances will be organized in two parts: 
-the  first includes participation of the best performers and ensembles; 

-the second includes the participation of guest foreign performers and ensembles.


12. The groups and individual performers should confirm their participation before 30th September 2012.  


13. The transport expenses are met by the participants. 

14.1. The accommodation and food expenses are covered by the organizers of the festival.

14.2. The participants don’t pay any fees for their participation in the festival.


15. Festival awards:

15. 1. Festival awards for music performance:
 – vocal performance – traditional folklore under 18 years old - І, ІІ, and ІІІ place

– vocal performance – traditional folklore over 18 years old - І, ІІ, and ІІІ place

– vocal performance – arranged folklore under 18 years old - І, ІІ, and ІІІ place

· vocal performance – arranged folklore over 18 years old - І, ІІ and ІІІ place

· awards for individual vocal performance – I, II, and III place

· awards for instrumental performance – I, II, and III place. 

15. 2.  Festival awards for dance performance:
– dance performance – dance groups – І, ІІ, and ІІІ place

– dance performance – ensembles – traditional folklore - І, ІІ, and ІІІ place

– dance performance – ensembles – arranged folklore - І, ІІ and ІІІ place

15.3. Special awards:
– The award of the patron of the festival;

– The award of the Mayor of Strumyani Municipality;

– The award of the Mayor of Mikrevo village;

All the participants will receive a certificate of attendance. 

16.1. The groups and performers, who want to participate in the festival, must send the completed application form! Application forms should be sent before 30th September 2012 by post, fax or e-mail. 16.2. One folklore group can’t be divided in smaller groups!


17.1. The organizers choose group leaders for each group. The group leaders are in charge of all the issues (accommodation, accompanying the group, information, tourist program) during the festival.

17.2. The meeting and the registration of the participants takes place in the cultural office in Mikrevo.


18. The participants give the rights to International Folklore Festival “Maleshevo sings and dances” – Mikrevo 2012 to broadcast on TV, radio and DVD the performances during the festival.
